Instructions on completing health application:
Everyone must complete a Wellmark application (a copy is attached)

The actual application may be obtained from Carrie Fortin or Jean Esbaum in the District office.

On page 1, complete Section B, Employee Information.

IMPORTANT, about 3/4ths down the page, the application asks for a “Health Plan Code” and Deductible. IGNORE the deductible. 

If you are electing the North Cedar Best plan, write “PPO” at the Plan Code line

If you are election the North Cedar Iowa Only plan, write “HMO” at the Plan Code line

If you are electing the North Cedar High Deductible plan, write “HDHP” at the Plan Code line.

Ignore Section C: Everyone must elect one plan.
On Page 2, be sure to write your name and social security number at the top

Ignore Section D; Enrollment Reason

Section E: If you want FAMILY coverage, enter ALL of the information requested for your spouse and/or children. (By the way, there is only two “tiers: of coverage….single or family. The definition of “family” can mean as few as one dependent child.)
If you only want single coverage, ignore Section E

On Page 3, be sure to write your name and social security number at the top

Answer Sections F and G as applicable. If you have any questions, call Bob Hanna at P.R.I.M.E. Benefit Systems. His direct number is 319-294-4044.

On Page 4, be sure to write your name and social security number at the top

On Page 5, be sure to write your name and social security number at the top

About 3/4ths down, under CONSENT, check the first box “I give my permission….”

Then sign and date the app and return it to the District office.

IMPORTANT: If you are electing the North Cedar Iowa Only plan or the North Cedar High Deductible plan you must also complete the “landscape” Personal Doctor Selection Form. Enter your information in Section B. Then in Section C, you must inform Wellmark about your FAMILY doctor. A “family” doctor is NOT a specialist that you might see regularly. Instead he/she must be an MD, internist, an OB-GYN, a nurse practitioner, a doctor of osteopathy. Chiropractors are not considered family doctors.
Enter all of the information requested for you and EACH COVERED family member. Wellmark wants the family doctor’s national “Provider Number.” If you are brave enough, use the “Finding Provider ID” instructions. Or you can leave the ID number blank and Bob Hanna from P.R.I.M.E. will find the number (or call him at 319-294-4044.)

FINALLY: If you are electing the North Cedar High Deductible (HDHP) plan, you need to complete the form “H.S.A. Additional Withholding/Premium Credit Form,” as well as the Linn Area Credit Union H.S.A. application. Again, you are encouraged to call Bob Hanna at 319-294-4044 to discuss the reasons for, and the importance of these two forms.
Regardless which health plan you choose, all of these forms need to be returned to the District office.
