Finding The Provider ID For Your Primary Care Doctor

If you have selected either the North Cedar Iowa Only health plan or the North Cedar High Deductible health plan, you must complete and submit a “Primary Care Provider” (PCP) form (see page 5). The form asks for the “provider ID number” which can be found via the Wellmark website. If you are covering family members, a provider ID must be listed for each family member. Your Primary Care Provider can be an MD, an OB-GYN physician, an internist, a nurse practitioner, or a physician’s assistant. Women can list BOTH an OB-GYN and a family doctor.
1. From your computer browser, go to www.Wellmark,com
2. Click on “Find a Provider or Facility”

3. On the web page, hover over with your mouse and click on the blue link “Find a Provider or Facility”

4. You will see a meassage that you are leaving the Wellmark website….click on “Continue To New Site”

5. Click on the line asking for the “location” of your doctor


For example, type in tipton, ia

6. Click on the link “Select a plan,” then click on “Or, select by plan name.” Scroll down to click on “HMO (health maintenance organization) Network,” then click on the blue “Wellmark Blue HMO.”
7. In the category section, click on the right hand box that says “Type a name or phrase” and type the words “Primary Care,” then hit ENTER
8. A list of primary care providers will be listed for your location (like Tipton)

9. Scroll down to find your doctor’s name…say Dr. Charles Carroll, for example.
Click on your doctor’s name and the next web page will list the “Enrollment ID.”

For example, Dr. Carroll’s Enrollment ID is 59582, which can then be entered on your Primary Care Doctor form.
